In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 27(3)(b) of the Representation of the People Act, 1950 (Central
Act XLIII of 1950), the Governor of Tamil Nadu with the concurrence of the Election Commission of India, hereby
specifies that for the purpose of elections to the Tamil Nadu Legislative Council in the Teachers' Constituencies, the
educational institutions within the State which are mentioned in the schedule below are not lower in standard than
that of a Secondary School.
